The Basics of Colossians

Colossians 1:25-29: Follow the Leader

[ Corinthians 11:1 “Follow my example, as I follow the example of
Christ”

II Thessalonians 3:9 “We did this, not because we do not have the right
to such help, but in order to offer ourselves as a model for you to
imitate.”

v. 25 I have become its servant by the commission God gave me to
present to you the word of God in its fullness—

v. 26 the mystery that has been kept hidden for ages and
generations, but is now disclosed to the Lord’s people.



v. 27 To them God has chosen to make known among the Gentiles
the glorious riches of this mystery, which is Christ in you, the hope
of glory.

1. Christians who consistently share the gospel by introducing
people to Jesus Christ.

Gospel: good news of Jesus Christ’s victory over sin & death by

means of His Death on a Cross and Resurrection realized via faith.

aka: EVANGELISM

2. Christians who help people become fully devoted followers
of Christ
aka: Discipleship
