	 Matthew	9:35-36:		35	Jesus	went	through	all	the	towns	and	villages,	teaching	in	their	
synagogues,	preaching	the	good	news	of	the	kingdom	and	healing	every	disease	and	sickness.	36	
When	he	saw	the	crowds,	he	had	compassion	on	them,	because	they	were	harassed	and	
helpless,	like	sheep	without	a	shepherd.	
v.35	Jesus	got	up	off	his	seat	and	onto	the	streets	to	where	the	people	were.	
v.	36	
Saw:	to	perceive,	understand,	observe	
The	Crowds:	the	masses,	the	general	population	
Compassion:	tenderness,	empathy,	genuine	concern,	sympathy	
---Jesus’	heart	went	out	to	the	people---	
Why?	
Harrassed:	distressed,	troubled,	battered,	worn	out	
Helpless:	unable	to	cope	with	life	on	their	own	
Sheep	without	a	shepherd:	no	leader,	no	guide,	no	one	to	save	them	
Jesus	felt	deep	rooted	compassion	for	people	because	He	knew	they	were	hurting	people	in	
need	(Matthew	9:35-36)
